Mark 10:51 Then Jesus said to him, “What do
you want me to do for you?” The blind man
said fo him, “My teacher, let me see again.”
(NRSV)

In our scripture, Jesus asks the man what He
could do for him. Jesus allowed the man to
tell his story about the most pressing need

in his life. We can learn from this encounter

as we engage and share God's love and
compassion with others in our community. Let
us take the time to hear their stories without
assuming we know their needs before we act.

Pray for our Just Housing Assistance initiative
as we make plans to address the most
pressing need in our city—lack of affordable
housing as identified by many community
leaders. Pray for our efforts as we collaborate
with community partners like Salvation Army,
Family Promise, and others who work with
Aiken’s unhoused community.

Monday, November 17

John 20:21 Jesus said to them again, “Peace
be with you. As the Father has sent me, so |
send you.” (NRSV)

We are following in Jesus' footsteps as we
attempt to meet needs of others. The first
step—being willing to be sent to our neighbors
here in our city, in our country, and around
the world, realizing we will need to get our
hands dirty. Ask our Mission: HERE or Mission:
THERE volunteers. They will tell you of hard
work and also of the joy of accomplishing
tasks that benefited homeowners and
hurricane victims. Mission: THERE opportunities
continue with our international trip planned
for Spring 2026 to work at the Ruth School in
Romania.

Pray for boldness so that when you hear

God's call to be sent out into the world, you
will be ready to respond. Pray for our mission
opportunities and how you can be involved.

Tuesday, November 18
Proverbs 18:13 Those who answer before
they listen are foolish and disgraceful. (CEB)

Bold Faithfulness lead team members

went out in our community to learn from
community leaders, non-profits, and city
leaders to better understand the needs of
our city. A panel of leaders also came to talk
to our church family about what they see
during their work in the community and the
challenges that face many of our neighbors.
Our church's desire is to listen and pray for
God's discernment.

Pray for God's discernment as we reach
out in our community. Pray for humility as
we reach out, not assuming we have all the
answers but a heart of love to share.
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Wednesday, November 19

Matthew 25:40 “Then the king will reply to
them, ‘I assure you that when you have done
it for one of the least of these brothers and
sisters of mine, you have done it for me."”
(CEB)

We desire to be Matthew 25 Christians -
reaching out and meeting needs in our
neighborhood and around our city. Mother
Teresa said that she saw Jesus in disguise
when ministering to the poor and suffering. As
we work together, let us remember that each
person we serve is a person who is beloved
by God and that when we help them, we are
showing that we are loving like Jesus.

Pray for blessings on community partners like
ACTS and the Community Medical Clinic

as they seek to fulfill their mission by aiding
people in need. Pray that God leads you

to ways to help our fellow citizens by giving,
doing, and advocating on their behalf.

Thursday, November 20

Colossians 4:15 Give my greetings to the
brothers and sisters at Laodicea, and to
Nympha and the church in her house.
(NRSV)

The early church met in homes of people to §
worship and disciple others. As we learned
through the pandemic, being church is
more than being in a place or a building.
Even so, we can be good stewards of our
church facilities by using them to engage
our community and enable missions within
our walls. Imagine seeing community
groups meeting and collaborating on

the remodeled 29 floor of the Trinity
building. Their presence would highlight our

commitments to meeting community needs. =

Pray that as we explore uses for our facilities,
we keep in mind not only the needs of our
congregation but also the needs of the
community. Pray for the groups who will
gather here to talk, collaborate, and make
plans to reach out to our neighbors.

We believe that
God is calling us to
radically pursue
loving like Jesus.

Jesus was radical during His time on
Earth, no question about it. He ate with
sinners. He treated children, women,
common people, Samaritans, and
Pharisees with dignity. He performed
miracles that could only have been
accomplished with God’s power. He
challenged His disciples with mind-
bending questions. AND He saw people’s
needs clearly, the ones they voiced and
the ones they didn’t. And we are called
to love like that!




Friday, November 21

Micah 6:8 He has shown you, O mortal, what
is good. And what does the Lord require of
you¢ To act justly and to love mercy and to
walk humbly with your God. (NIV).

We're being called to love like Jesus, yet
today’s scripture is from an Old Testament
prophet. This verse shows us that this radical
way of life of justice, love, and a humble
relationship with God has always been God's
plan, then and now. Loving like Jesus is
certainly radical, whether in ancient times, in
Jesus’ time on Earth, or today. We're going to
need a healthy dose of bold faithfulness.

Pray that God will equip you to live and love
radically.

Saturday, November 22

1 John 4:9 & 11 This is how God showed his
love among us: He sent his one and only Son
info the world that we might live through him.
""" Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also
ought to love one another. (NIV)

Sometimes it seems that God expects an
awful lot of us—and He does. But because
He created us, He knows our limitations, and
He knows that we learn best by example. At
just the right moment in history, God gave us
a living example of His love. Just as children
learn through imitation of what they see
around them and disciples of a rabbi learned
by following that rabbi, we too have an
example to emulate. After all, we are children
of God and disciples of Christ.

Thank God that He gave us such a tangible
example of His love for us and of what He
expects from us. Ask Him to make you a
lifelong learner and imitator of His Son.

Sunday, November 23
John 15:12 “My command is this: Love each
other as | have loved you.” (NIV)

This verse kind of spells it all out for us. The
Bold Faithfulness initiative calls us to radically
pursue loving like Jesus. Each section of this
initiative invites us to look at who we are and
how this kind of radical love can change

us individually and as a church. Even as this
phase of More Than Sunday culminates, we
are still called to keep moving forward with
bold faithfulness.

Pray that each of us and all of us will hear
God's call, partficularly the part that's meant
for our individual ears, and that God will be
right there with us as we live into that call.
